MRBI will focus on watersheds that contribute high loads of nutrients in the Mississippi 
River Basin. NRCS Indiana is working with the Indiana State Technical Committees and 
conservation partners to identify the priority watersheds in the state.  Our evaluation     
process will include data from the Conservation Effects Assessment Project (CEAP), the 
USGS Spatially Referenced Regression on Watersheds (SPARROW) Attributes, state-level 
data sets. 
 
Assessments of progress in implementing MRBI will be critical.  Just as critical will be 
evaluation of the effects of conservation and management practices on individual field scales, 
and on the watershed basis.  Successful measures of the initiative will include reduced        
nutrient footprint and environmental impacts, through more  efficient use of nutrients for 
crop production in the priority watersheds.

$320 Million Available for Conservation Projects in Indiana and 11 other Midwest 

States 

 
INDIANAPOLIS, September 30, 2009 A̧griculture Secretary Tom Vilsack last week       
announced a new initiative to improve water quality and the overall health of the Mississippi 
River Basin.  The Mississippi River Basin Healthy Watersheds Initiative (MRBI) will invest 
$320 million over the next four years for voluntary projects in priority watersheds located in 
Indiana and 11 other key states. Participation in this initiative, which will be managed by 
USDA³s Natural Resources Conservation Service (NRCS), will be made available through a 
competitive process for potential partners at the local, state and national levels. 
  
MRBI will help agricultural producers implement conservation and management practices 
that avoid, control, and trap nutrient runoff.  By focusing on priority watersheds in these 12 
states in the basin, USDA, its partner organizations, State and local agencies, and agricultural 
producers will coordinate their resources in areas requiring the most immediate attention 
and offer the best return on the funds invested.  

 
´This will be an opportunity for us to work with farmers to adopt conservation and       
management practices that increase efficiency in nutrient placement and timing,µ said NRCS 
State Conservationist Jane Hardisty. ´This initiative will help farmers integrate precision 
management and conservation practices that help trap and retain nutrients to improve the 
soil quality on their own land, while reducing the nutrient loads that cause problems in the 
Gulf of Mexico.µ 

 
´Improvements to the Mississippi River Basin will be accomplished through a conservation 
systems approach to control soil erosion, manage surface and drainage water, ensure better 
nutrient management, improve soil quality, and provide wildlife habitat,µ said NRCS Chief 
Dave White.  ´We all live downstream of other water users and this initiative will help make 
the Mississippi River Basin and the Mississippi River and its tributaries healthier for          
everyone.µ 
 
NRCS will target the $80 million annually over the next four years through Cooperative 
Conservation Partnership Initiative (CCPI), Conservation Innovation Grants (CIG), and the 
Wetlands Reserve Enhancement Program (WREP).  This is in addition to other NRCS    
program funding and assistance such as Environmental Quality Incentives Program (EQIP), 
Wildlife Habitat Incentives Program (WHIP), and the Conservation Stewardship Program 
(CSP).  These funds will be available for projects in Indiana, Arkansas, Kentucky, Illinois, 
Iowa, Louisiana, Minnesota, Mississippi, Missouri, Ohio, Tennessee, and Wisconsin.
